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Gaudium et Spes: A Call to Be Peacemakers in a Broken World

Beloved Sisters and Brothers,

In a time when war, hatred, and division seem to be increasing, the Church continues to proclaim a message
of peace, unity, and human dignity. This message is beautifully expressed in Gaudium et Spes (“Joy and
Hope”), a key document from the Second Vatican Council.

It reminds us that the Church is called to walk with the
world—not from above or apart, but alongside all people,
especially those who suffer. Its message is clear: to build a
world of peace, we must begin by recognizing the dignity of
every human person, made in the image of God.

Peace Begins with Human Dignity

One of the central teachings of Gaudium et Spes is the sacred
dignity of every person. Created in the image of God, each

life is precious and worthy of respect—regardless of race, nationality, religion, or background. In a time
when human life is too often devalued, this truth is the foundation of any lasting peace.

The Church’s Role in a Wounded World:

Gaudium et Spes reminds us that peace is more than the absence of war. It is the fruit of justice, love, and
respect for others. The Church must speak boldly against injustice, war, discrimination, and all forms of
violence.

The document says:

“Peace is not merely the absence of war... it is an enterprise of
justice.”

As members of the Body of Christ, we are each called to be
peacemakers—in our families, in our communities, and in the
world.

As it is written in Matthew 5:9 — “Blessed are the peacemakers, for
they shall be called children of God.”
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We can reflect: How can | be a peacemaker in my family, workplace, or parish this month? Where do | need
to bring healing or forgiveness?

How Can We Live This as a Parish?

As a parish community, we can:

J Pray for peace in our hearts and in the world.

. Speak with kindness and seek understanding.

. Reach out to the poor, the lonely, and the excluded.

J Stand up for the dignity of every person.

. Support efforts that promote justice and reconciliation.

A Living Message:

Though Gaudium et Spes was written in 1965, its message is more relevant than ever. It reminds us that
the Church’s mission is not only to preach the Gospel but to live it in ways that bring healing to a hurting
world.

Let us continue to be a parish community where “joy and hope” are not just words—but a witness to the
peace of Christ that the world so desperately need

Here is a reflection written by one of the members Brother Michael Raben of this ministry inviting to join
this ministry:

As | was reading Matthew 14:22-33, it occurred to me that all of us, at times, are full of confidence, sure of
ourselves and believing that we are in full control of our lives; until some major event hits us unexpectedly.
We realize that we are just simple human beings, and quickly become distracted and fearful; until we feel
the presence of the Lord.

Like Matthew describes in the passage, when Jesus walks on water in the midst of the growing storm. After
the disciples recognized Jesus, Peter is asking Jesus to command him to walk on water. Jesus’s simple
answer “Come” is enabling Peter to walk on water
until the strong wind distracts him and he starts
sinking. “Lord, save me!” — he cries out when in
trouble.

At first, Peter felt strong and confident and began
walking on the water towards Jesus. Soon his fear
overtook him and his faith was tested, causing him to
sink. Peter cried out to the Lord, and Jesus saved
Peter, renewing Peter’s faith and reigniting the faith
all of His disciples.
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Reflecting on this inspiring story of Peter’s faith being challenged, we are reminded about our own faith
where, at times, we feel challenged living every day, managing the balance between family, career, and
faith.

A group of us, with Father Moko’s blessing, have been inspired to start a new ministry, called “CHOSEN
Men’s Ministry” which is a ministry specifically for current and future fathers, husbands, and grandfathers
who meet regularly to support and strengthen one another by growing our faith in God through study,
reflection and sharing our life’s challenges and experiences. We follow our Patron Saint, St Joseph, blessed
spouse of Mother Mary, and defender, protector, and role model of a faithful and loving husband, a
hardworking provider, and of obedience of God’s will.

Men sometimes may have struggles with balancing
Faith, Family, and Careers, with difficult choices and
decisions. We may struggle, as Peter did in the
above example. “Lord, save me!” Sometimes fear or
confusion over big decisions, cloud our reasoning.
We need to have faith in Jesus, live in his light and
love, and follow in the footsteps of Jesus and of St.
Joseph.

We believe that men of Faith with families and
careers have much to balance in today’s world.
CHOSEN Men’s Ministry allows for a positive
environment to grow our Spiritual, Family, and
Community Life by sharing the Word of God, and our personal journeys.

We invite you to join us and let us grow stronger together. CHOSEN is based on 1 Peter 2:9 “But you are a
chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God’s own people, chosen to proclaim the wonderful acts of
God who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light.”

LECTORS MINISTRY

Annual Workshop for the Ministry of Lectors

Our parish, held its annual two-day workshop for the Lector Ministry on August
9 and 16, 2025. The workshop gathered seasoned lectors, new candidates, and
participants from other English-speaking Masses across Jakarta, reflecting the
parish’s commitment to strengthening this vital ministry in the Liturgy of the Word.

The workshop was opened by Rev. Fr. Bambang Triatmoko,
S.)., Parish Priest, who explained that in the early Church,
lectors were regarded as prophets—entrusted with
proclaiming God’s Word and carrying His message to the
people. His remarks set the tone for the sessions,
underscoring the dignity and responsibility of the ministry.

The guest speaker, Ms. Judyana M. from the Archdiocesan Li
turgical Commission, emphasized that lectors are called not
merely to read but to proclaim the living Word of God,
allowing Scripture to become a dynamic encounter with
Christ that speaks to the hearts of the faithful. Effective
proclamation, she noted, requires prayerful grounding, spiritual
depth, and careful preparation—combining mastery of voice,
intonation, and presence with humility and reverence at the
ambo. By approaching this ministry not as performers but as
instruments of God’s message, lectors help open the
community to the transforming power of the Word.

The workshop focused on the spirituality of the ministry,
reminding lectors and candidates that to serve in the Lector
Ministry is to live fully in the Spirit of God—in all aspects of life:
family, private, public, and professional. Nothing is excluded
from our spiritual life. The session also highlighted the virtue of
humility, the cornerstone of authentic service. Humility is not
about diminishing oneself, but about recognizing our
dependence on God and valuing others above ourselves. Just as
Christ emptied Himself in love, lectors are called to serve
without seeking recognition, to listen deeply, and to approach
their ministry with reverence and care. While humility may seem
countercultural in a world that rewards self-promotion, it brings
peace, strengthens relationships, and draws ministers closer to God—ensuring that their service remains
centered on glorifying Him rather than themselves.
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The workshop, attended by about 40 participants—including
members of other English-speaking Masses in Jakarta—
concluded with the installation of 25 new and renewed
lectors, officially commissioning them to serve with faith,
reverence, and devotion. This year’s program not only
deepened participants’ spiritual and technical formation but =
also reinforced the call to embody humility and confidence in
proclaiming God’s Word, continuing the mission entrusted to
the early prophets of the Church. (IAS)
