The more fully you are formed, the better you will understand God’s calling for 

you. Furthermore, the more you are formed in the faith the easier it will be to 

answer the call of discipleship. Knowledge of faith helps us act and decide more 

fully. It removes fear. It makes us more capable. Knowledge fulfils our faith. 

Precisely because the intellect is our highest faculty, knowledge personalizes our 

faith. Because we can understand the reason for our actions and beliefs, they can 

be more fully embedded in ourselves.  

Being properly formed in our faith and listening to God’s call allows us to 

understand if we are on the right path or if we need to redirect. Being prayerful and well-formed are key to our 

following His plan for our lives instead of our own wishes and desires. Remember, as stewards, we strive to listen to 

God and use the gifts He has given us to serve those he places in our paths.

The Significance of the Holy Door 

Opening by Pope Francis 

 

The Porta Sancta or Holy Door is a deeply significant symbol in the Catholic 

Church, especially when opened by the Pope during a Jubilee Year. On December 

24, 2024, Pope Francis opened the Holy Door (Porta Sancta) at St. Peter’s Basilica, 

marking the beginning of the Jubilee Year 2025, themed “Pilgrims of Hope.” 

A Jubilee or Holy Year is a special year of atonement and remission of sins, debts as 

well as the punishment due to sin. The practice has ancient roots in the Jewish 

tradition (Lev 25). In the Old Testament a Jubilee was observed every 50 years as a 

time to restore a working relationship with God and fellow man. The practice was 

adopted by the Catholic Church in 1300 by Pope Boniface VIII and in 1470 Pope Paul 

II declared a Jubilee take place every 25 years. 

ONLINE & OFFLINE MASS SCHEDULE 
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A central component of the Jubilee is the opening of the Holy Doors throughout the world. “In Catholic tradition, the 

Holy Doors represents the passage to salvation — the path to a new and eternal life, which was opened to humanity 

by Jesus,” (Pope Fancis). “There is only one way that opens wide the 

entrance into the life of communion with God: this is Jesus, the one and 

absolute way to salvation.” (St John Paul II). The Holy Door is a powerful 

symbol of Jesus Christ, who said, “I am the door; if anyone enters through 

me, he will be saved.” (John 10:9). Walking through it represents a journey 

of faith, conversion, and renewal, inviting Catholics worldwide to deepen 

their relationship with God. 

Our Parish Priest Fr. Moko SJ opened the Holy Door on Sunday January 

5th, 2025, before the 0300pm Mass at Saint Theresia Church near Mother 

Mary’s Grotto together with the congregation.  

 

Why Is This Important? 

• A Call to Spiritual Renewal – The Jubilee Year is a special time of 

forgiveness and grace, encouraging confession, prayer, and acts of mercy. 

• Plenary Indulgence – Catholics who walk through the Holy Door with 

a repentant heart, receive the Sacraments, and pray for the Pope’s 

intentions can receive a plenary indulgence, a remission of temporal 

punishment due to sin. 

• Make a pilgrimage to 9 Churches in the 9 Deaneries (Dekanat) of the 

Archdiocese of Jakarta. This pilgrimage can be done individually, with family, or with a community group. 

• Diligently attend Holy Mass on Sundays and on Holy Days of Obligation (which are on par with Sundays).  

• Pray for the Holy Father’s intentions, followed by praying the Our Father, the Hail Mary, and another 
prayer appropriate to one’s devotion or expression of love.  

• Perform works of charity and mercy by visiting brothers and sisters in need or who are in difficulty (the 
sick, prisoners, lonely elderly, or people living with 
disabilities).  

• Holy Doors in Every Parish – For the first time, Pope 

Francis has allowed all parishes worldwide to open 

a Holy Door, so Catholics need not travel to Rome or 

the 10 designated churches but can experience this 

grace in their own communities. 

• Pilgrimage of Faith – Walking through the Holy Door 

is a personal pilgrimage, symbolizing leaving behind 

sin and entering into God’s mercy. 

• Closing of the Holy Door – The Holy Door will remain 

open throughout Jubilee Year 2025 and will be 

solemnly closed by Pope Francis on December 28, 

2025, marking the end of this sacred time.

Anton 

presided the vow renewal and ended with 

“Those Whom God Hath Joined Together, Let No 

One Put Asunder”. 

This annual tradition of our parish reassures that 

sacrament of matrimony is a beautiful 

sacrament blessed by our heavenly Father and to 

remind us that, “what God has joined together, 

let no one separate” which shows that marriage 

is a divine ordinance, not a social contract. Let’s 

pray for all our married couples may they continue to grow in God’s love.

St. Blaise and the Blessing of Throats 

St. Blaise, a 4th-century bishop and martyr, is widely 
venerated as the patron saint of throat ailments. He 
was a physician before becoming the Bishop of Sebaste 
in Armenia. According to tradition, while imprisoned for 
his faith, he miraculously healed a young boy who was 
choking on a fishbone. This act of healing led to his 
enduring association with throat blessings. 

We celebrate his feast on February 3rd, many Catholic churches hold a special blessing of throats. Our parish 
has been following this tradition for many years and this year the blessing of the throats will be done in 01 
& 02 Feb weekend Masses. During this rite, two crossed candles are placed near the throat, and the priest 
or the extra ordinary ministers pray: 

"Through the intercession of St. Blaise, may the Lord protect & heal you from all ailments of the throat and 
all disease. May God bless you in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen." 

This blessing is a beautiful reminder of God’s healing power and the intercession of saints in our daily lives. 
It also encourages the faithful to seek both physical and spiritual well-being through prayer and faith.
