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Dei Verbum:

The Catholic Church's Document on Divine Revelation in the social media
culture

Dei Verbum, Latin for "The Word of God," is one of the principal documents of the Second Vatican Council,
promulgated by Pope Paul VI on November 18, 1965. As a dogmatic constitution, it reflects the Catholic
Church's official teaching on divine revelation, the role of Scripture, and the Church's
relationship with the Word of God.

One of the enduring legacies of Dei Verbum is its emphasis on the importance of
Scripture in the lives of the faithful. The document calls for the study and
proclamation of the Word of God, urging Catholics to embrace Scripture as a source
of faith and inspiration. The Bible as central to Christian identity.

The call to integrate Scripture into daily life resonates deeply in
contemporary society. Dei Verbum invites individuals to encounter God
through His Word, nurturing their spiritual growth and fostering a sense
of community within the Church. By encouraging meditation and
reflection on Scripture, the document remains a guide for cultivating a
vibrant and meaningful faith.

In the rapidly evolving landscape of social media, Dei Verbum finds
renewed relevance as believers navigate a digital world dominated by
fleeting trends and fragmented communication. The document's
emphasis on divine revelation as a stable, enduring truth offers a
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counterbalance to the transient nature of online discourse. As social media
platforms become hubs for sharing ideas and connecting with diverse
communities, Dei Verbum reminds Christians of the importance of grounding
their interactions in the Word of God, fostering dialogue rooted in respect,
understanding, and spiritual depth.

Social media often amplifies division and fosters superficial interactions, the
importance of grounding conversations in Scripture becomes evident. By
drawing upon its teachings, individuals can navigate digital forums with a
sense of empathy and mutual respect. Scripture invites believers to approach
dialogue with humility and to seek understanding rather than confrontation,
laying the foundation for meaningful exchanges that transcend fleeting
trends.

In essence, Dei Verbum serves as a timeless beacon, guiding believers to anchor their online presence in
enduring truths rather than fleeting trends. By turning to the Word of God as a source of inspiration and
integrity, individuals can transform social media into a realm of genuine connection and edification. The
document encourages a reverence for Scripture that not only nurtures personal faith but also enriches
interactions, fostering a culture of respect, empathy, and spiritual depth in the digital age.

MONTH OF JULY — DEDICATED TO MOST
PRECIOUS BLOOD OF JESUS CHRIST

One particular devotion in the Catholic Church connected to the Passion
of Jesus Christ is the honoring of his Precious Blood. It is a recognition of
Jesus’ sacrifice and how he spilled his blood for the salvation of humanity.
Furthermore, this blood is made present through the gift of the Eucharist
and is something we can consume at Mass, along with the body of Christ, is dedicated to
under the appearance of bread and wine.

Over time the Church developed various feasts of the Precious Blood, but
it wasn’t until the 19th century when a universal feast was established.

During the First Italian War for Independence in 1849, Pope Pius IX went
into exile to Gaeta. He went there with Don Giovanni Merlini, third
superior general of the Fathers of the Most Precious Blood.

While the war was still raging, Merlini suggested to Pope Pius IX that he create a universal feast to the
Precious Blood to beg God’s heavenly aid to end the war and bring peace to Rome. Pius IX subsequently
made a statement on June 30, 1849 that he intended to create a feast in honor of the Precious Blood. The
war soon ended and he returned to Rome shortly thereafter.
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On August 10 he made it official and proclaimed that the 1st Sunday in July will be dedicated to the Precious
Blood of Jesus Christ. Later, Pope Pius X assigned July 1 as the fixed date of this celebration.

After Vatican Il the feast was removed from the calendar, but a votive Mass in honor of the Precious Blood
was established and can be celebrated in the month of July (as well as most other months of the year).

For these reasons the entire month of July is traditionally dedicated to the Precious Blood, and Catholics
are encouraged to meditate on the profound sacrifice of Jesus and the pouring out of his blood for
humanity.

Below is the opening prayer of the votive Mass, as well as an additional prayer that can be used as our own
personal meditation or prayer during July.

“Navigating Uncertain Times”

Since the start of the year, we’ve been inundated with troubling news about both the global and domestic
economy. From a wave of local bankruptcies to the ongoing Russia-Ukraine war, Trump-era tariffs, and a
slowing Chinese economy, there has been no shortage of reasons for concern. As professionals and business
owners, we too found ourselves wondering how these developments would impact our livelihoods.

So when we stumbled upon the flyer on Brother Joseph Dermawan’s reflection and sharing session on
“Navigating Uncertain Times” through the STPC Young Adult Pro WhatsApp group, we were intrigued—and
we’re grateful we made the time to attend.

GLOBAL ECONOMIC This was our first session with the STPC Young Adult Pro
: community, and it exceeded our expectations. Brother
Joseph brought not only deep knowledge but also a
grounded, faith-filled perspective. He presented
macroeconomic data such as the depreciating rupiah, and
complemented it with personal observations—rising
unemployment and shifting consumer habits—that made
the issues feel tangible. While he acknowledged that there
are still pockets of growth in Indonesia’s economy, we left
with a renewed sense of prudence: now is the time to spend wisely and prepare for potential headwinds.

As young Catholics, many of us wrestle with the tension
between work and faith. There are days when the pressures of
work feel overwhelming—when the idea of early retirement
sounds tempting. But Brother Joseph’s message that our suffering
and effort at work can be redemptive gave us a deeper sense of
meaning and purpose.

Equally enriching was the community we encountered at the
session. We met fellow young professionals and entrepreneurs who
shared similar challenges and aspirations. Their insights and stories
were both humbling and inspiring. As the saying goes, we stand on
the shoulders of giants, and we are grateful for the wisdom shared
by everyone in the room.

Oh—and we mustn’t forget to mention the Turkish delights served at the session (their sweetness rivaled
only by that of Zoe's).

We wholeheartedly recommend this seminar to our friends and peers. We left not only better informed,
but also spiritually recharged—and we eagerly look forward to the next gathering.

Central to its contemplative atmosphere are simple, meditative
chants that support prayer and silence. Through these practices, the
community fosters ecumenism and reconciliation across diverse
Christian traditions. They have sought to demonstrate this in the
music and prayers where songs are sung in many languages, and have
included chants and icons from the Eastern Orthodox tradition. The
music emphasizes simple phrases, usually lines from Psalms or other
pieces of Scripture, repeated and sometimes also sung in canon.

Earlier Taizé community music was conceived and composed by
Jacques Berthier. “Jesus remember me” was one of the songs
composed by Jacques Berthier which is still become most popular songs among hundreds of other Taizé
chants. The song lyric wrote in English language and nowadays people can sing it in other languages such
as in Bahasa Indonesia. Later, Joseph Gelineau became a major contributor to the music and for now, some
