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CHRISTIAN MORALITY

Beloved Sisters and Brothers,

Christianity is more than a set of doctrines, beliefs, traditions, liturgies, etc. Christianity should be
understood as a way of living, which results from a life of loving service to God and to others. The Christian’s
way of living is a love response to God’s wonderful gift: love and salvation, through Jesus Christ. The human
being’s love response to God’s love and salvation in daily life can be called “Christian morality”.

In the Christian faith, salvation is a gift from God. Human being, with his or
her “good” deeds, cannot be made as means to earn or even to force God
to pay back human beings with salvation. On the other side, God does not

thrust or force on human being to accept God’s salvation. God does not A whiclvis dewal '
want to make human being as merely puppets in God’s hands.

From this isetemallifethmugh
perspective, Christian morality, is then the capacity and ability of human Jesus Christ our Lord.
being to respond to God and to God'’s gift. This ability, actually, is also God’s ROMANS 6:23
gift. Christian Morality, for human being, is then a gift and a response in

God’s love.

‘r The Christian faith teaches us that Christ always perfectly responses God’s love
W and will. He is the perfect model or example of human being in response God’s
love and salvation. For this reason, the true Christian living is living in Christ.
For the Christian, Jesus Christ is the way, the truth, and the life, as what he ever
said (John 14: 6). After his resurrection from the death and his ascension into
heaven, Christ gave Holy Spirit to guide the Christian to be able to response
God’s love and salvation. Christian moral is also understood as life in the Holy
Spirit.

Foundations of Christian Morality

The Catechism of the Catholic Church gives us some foundational themes of Christian Morality, namely(CCC
1691-1697):

The dignity of human person

The role of the Holy Spirit

The function of grace in the Christian life
The Beatitudes
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Sins and forgiveness

The human and the theological virtues

The Centrality of love of God, neighbour, and self

The support of the Christian community as a help to grow and to develop as moral beings.

It is impossible for this short message to present and to discuss thoroughly all of them. For the sake of moral
formation, | will discuss briefly some of them.

The purpose of human creation/life: God creates human being out of love so that human being can be
happy, in some ways partake in God’s divine nature, and to
enter God’s glory. God creates human being in God’s image,
endows with soul (with its magnificent powers: intellect and
free will). Go d does not give these gifts to other creatures.
With their intellect, human beings can recognize and
understand God’s will: human being must do good and avoid
evil deeds. With their free will, and guided by their conscience,
human beings can choose good and to practice God’s law of
love.

Although God has provided human beings with such wonderful

gifts and love, but initiated by the first human beings, human beings (except Jesus and Mary) prefer and
have tendency to live in sinful life. The original sin has weakened human beings, made them to incline to
commit evil deeds by making bad judgements and choosing lesser goods.

The coming of Jesus Christ in the world and his paschal salvific mystery have changed the setting of human
life. Through the grace of baptism and faith in Jesus as the Lord and saviour, human beings are freed from
Satan and sin, received new life in the Holy Spirit, and being adopted as God’s Children in Christ. The paschal
salvific grace makes human beings seeks for the true happiness or the “beatitudes” in God.

Human beings are responsible to their action: With their intellect and free will, human being can be
responsible to their actions. There are three criteria to judge whether an action is good or evil:

1. The object/the matter of the human act.
2. The intention, or purpose, or motive of the action.
3. The circumstances of the moral act.

The object of moral act determines whether if an act is good or evil.
Certain acts, which involve moral evil or a disorder of the will, are always
evil or wrong in themselves. None of the good intention and
circumstance of the moral acts can justify them. For example, adultery,
murder, blasphemy, hatred, etc. Good intention or motive can never be
able to turn the morally evil acts, to be the morally good deeds. A bad
intention can turn a good deed into a morally evil act. For example, giving
alms (good deed) for the sake of getting praise of others, or for personal
pride. The quality of the goodness or the evil of certain acts can be
lessened or heightened with their circumstances. For example, the constant habits of a person in the same
sin imply heavier moral consequent compared to the only/first fall of a person in the respective sin.
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The role and formation of conscience and virtue: In the Catholic tradition, the practical judgement of
reason, which enables human beings to determine whether his/her action is good, or evil is the so called:
Conscience. Why? Although human being has intellect to determine the quality of his/her action, but it is
not enough. For the Christian, the quality of good or evil of his/her act is also determined by the will of God
on the respective act. Within human being, there is a constant inner call from God to him or her to
constantly act as the children of God. To be able to listen the will of God properly, human being needs, in
a certain degree of silent, before being able to determine which act he/she must perform in accordance
with the will of God. The assumption of responsibility of human
being’s deed base on his/her conscience before, during, and after
his/her act. For this reason, human being needs constantly form
his/her conscience, throughout the whole life, until its conscience
always obeys God’s will. For the formation of good conscience,
human being must be attentive to the teaching of the Church, ;
faithfully obey to the guidance of the Holy Spirit, live in harmony 3
with the reason, centre himself/herself on the person of Jesus and

the Gospel. \ ﬁ

As the children of God, the Christian’s life must be guided by
virtues, namely the power or habit that enable them to do good in
their daily lives. Virtue is a firm disposition of heart and mind to constantly do the will of God. There are
two kinds of virtues: human virtues and theological virtues. Human virtues help human beings to able to
control their passions, guide and govern their intellect and wills, so that the deeds will be in accordance
with the light of faith and good reason. Among many other human virtues, there are four virtues, which are
considered as the cardinal virtues: Prudence, Justice, Fortitude & Temperance. Some virtues are considered
as the foundation of Christian moral life. They are named “theological virtues”, since their origin, motive
and object are God. These virtues are Faith, Hope, Charity, & Love

Good News: Jesus Christ teaches us to call God as our father. He does not only invite us to live as the
children of God, but more over he gives us perfect example of best living as the true children of God. Jesus
realises how limited we are. For this reason, he also gives us Holy Spirit, who will sustain our efforts to live
virtuously. The Holy Spirit not only gives us seven gifts (wisdom,
understanding, counsel, fortitude, knowledge, piety, and fear
of the Lord), but The Holy Spirit also dwells within us so that we
can bear the fruits of the Holy Spirit in life (charity, joy, peace,
» lFoi‘rhfuIness Goodness B ) y patience, kindness, goodness, generosity, gentleness,
v Pmm . faithfulness, modesty, self-control, and chastity). The Holy
Spirit enables us to live like the true Son of God, Jesus Christ.

The topics on moral formation, in the Catechism of the Catholic
Church, is discussed in part three: Life In Christ”; Section One:
“Man’s Vocation Life in the Spirit"(Catechism of the Catholic
Church”, Minnesota, The Wanderer Press, 1994, pp 421-611).The
basic assumption of human morality is the dignity of human
person, which is rooted in the gift of God in the creation of human being, and the salvific fruit done by Jesus
Christ in the incarnation and paschal mystery. It is in Christ that human being has been created in the image
of God.

Saints of the Month — St. Peter & St. Paul
Feast Day: June 29

On June 29, the Church celebrates the solemn feast of Sts.

Peter and Paul—opillars of our faith who gave their lives in

Rome for the Gospel. As early as 258 AD, Christians have honoured both apostles together, recognizing
their shared mission and martyrdom.
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St. Peter, a humble fisherman renamed “Rock” by Jesus, was the first to declare Christ as the Messiah.
Despite moments of weakness, Peter's faith and leadership laid the foundation of the Church. Appointed
as the first Pope, he courageously guided the early Christian community and remained steadfast even unto
death—crucified upside down in Rome.

St. Paul, once a fierce persecutor of Christians, encountered Christ in a dramatic conversion and became
the great Apostle to the Gentiles. He opened the doors of the Church beyond Jewish boundaries and,
through his letters, shaped the theology and spirit of the early Church.

What would you do if you were pushed away from the family?

I've asked myself that question more times than | can count, though strangely, | never feel like I’'m missing.
Still, the question lingers, echoing in the back of my mind. How
should | respond to a realization like that? Do | walk away? Or
do I stay and try to make sense of it?

Before this Youth Fellowship, | had a hypothesis: if you're not
part of the puzzle, don’t force yourself to fit. Simple, right? If
something doesn’t feel right, maybe it’s because it’s not
meant to be. | believed that firmly, maybe because | was the
one who made the statement.

Then | attended this YF session. It opened with the word
Ohana, which means “family” in Hawaiian. Maybe it was
inspired by Lilo and Stitch, but the meaning stuck with me:
Ohana means family. Family means nobody gets left behind.
Then, my perspective began to shift.

Maybe the issue isn’t that you’re not part of the puzzle. Maybe
you are—but you just haven’t figured out where your piece
fits yet. So ask yourself: are you truly not part of the puzzle?
Or are you a piece still waiting for the right connection?

And if you believe you’re not part of it, ask yourself again:
Is that the truth? Or is it just a story you’ve started telling
yourself? Because not every opinion is true, and not every
feeling defines reality.

Then Sis Veni introduced us to a Japanese art form called
kintsugi, the practice of mending broken pottery with gold.
Instead of hiding the cracks, kintsugi highlights them. The
idea is simple but powerful: what’s been broken can still be
whole again and even more beautiful for having been
broken.

Maybe we’re like that too. Maybe you’re not the wrong piece. Maybe you’re a piece with some cracks,
some pain, some doubt, but still valuable, still beautiful, still worthy of belonging. Maybe your place isn’t
lost. Maybe it’s just waiting to be discovered or even reshaped.

You don’t have to force yourself into the puzzle. But you don’t have to walk away either. Sometimes, it’s
about being patient enough to heal, to learn, and to see the bigger picture. And in that picture, you might

realize you were the missing part.

RCIA is a beautiful journey for those who are seeking to know more about the
Catholic faith, preparing for the Sacraments of Initiation—Baptism, Confirmation, and Holy Eucharist—or
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wishing to be fully received into the Catholic Church. It is also open to baptized Catholics who have not yet
received First Holy Communion or Confirmation and are seeking to complete their sacramental journey.

RCIA is not just about learning doctrines; it’s about encountering Christ, building a relationship with Him,
and becoming part of a loving and prayerful community.

To inspire those considering this path, we are happy to share the personal testimony of Bro Clement Anselm
Mulyadi Kurniawan, one of our RCIA participants from last year, who has graciously written about his faith
journey. In the following reflection, he shares what drew him to the Catholic Church, the moments that
touched his heart, and how God gently led him to embrace the fullness of the faith.

It was never easy, but it is never too late.

Growing up in a small family of four, | went through Catholic schools from
the beginning, yet for the first seventeen years of my early years, | never
called myself a Catholic nor was | a religious person by any standard. My
parents and elder sister are non-religious to this day and my spiritual
journey of faith began in the most unexpected way when | was 43 years
old.

They say, “I asked for strength; God gave me difficulties to strengthen
me.” This is a phrase many are familiar with on various social media
platform as motivational quote, yet this hits very dear to me in my real-
life experience. | was forty years old when | experienced something | never thought | would, a divorce. At
this stage | was questioning God on why and what did | do to deserve this. Starting over was not easy but |
pushed through and yet | never acknowledged His grace on me. | worked at several well-respected tech
companies and gained reputable name professionally over the next three years. Funny thing is, while my
professional and financial life looked well on paper, | continued my complaints and challenges the very
nature of why things happened to me; ungrateful is the common theme of my life. Despite God’s presence
and hands in my life, at this point | even once denounced His presence and chose to believe in science over

spiritual.

Living my single days took many adjustments, physically, mentally and emotionally. | was able to spend my
weekends with my only daughter who was six years old at that time. At this time, | started to attend church
by going back to Saint Theresia, where | spent my high school. | specifically went to church twice every year
— during Christmas and Easter, and | took my daughter with me whenever possible. | remember saying to
myself that | would consider catechism if | didn’t have to spend my weekends with my daughter; a thought
which would later wake me up as a epiphany.

December 2022 came another one of the difficulties God sent to strengthen me, | was retrenched from my
high-profile role when | never expected. This led me to became sour, traumatic, and negative — | went from
thinking of going on catechism to someone who was angry at God. | have uttered words like, “What did |
do to deserve this?” to “God is not fair, why is He doing this to me?”. Amid my emotions, | retracted myself
from social life, from family, and was drowning in a vortex of negativity and sorrow. It was at this moment,
God finally answered me through unexpected ways.

A long-lost friend checked up on me through WhatsApp, she mentioned how she realized that my Instagram
account was no longer active. She was a former colleague who is a devout Catholic with a motherly advice
to all of us who worked with her. We got to talking and | started to share my circumstances, and she told
me to pray; something that | have not done in years and have forgotten on how to do. She offers her
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prayers for me, my daughter, for my safety and peace. She later would be my baptism sponsor had she
found her confirmation certificate; is a constant presence in my spiritual journey of faith.

God did not stop there; He made sure | get His message: to pray and to get closer to Him. He sent another
unexpected person —a former employee who used to worked under me, to offer Bible study during my days
unemployed. My friend would drove in motorcycle, through traffic across Jakarta, through rain, without
fail to help me pray and read the Holy Bible. His tremendous help helped open my eyes, that this is the
work of God. God puts a mission to my friend to help me, and He embraced me with His love through the
presence of others.

Remember when | said | was excusing myself from signing up catechism program due to spending weekends
with my daughter? In the beginning of 2024, | was not able to meet my daughter, and | took this as a strong
sign that | have no excuse, nor reason to put catechism on hold. Without any doubt | sighed up and
contacted brother Sunan about the RCIA program and have completed the program and have been baptized
last May.

| am not saying my journey of faith has been completed; far from it. This is just the beginning, as | battle
through daily struggles, emotional ups and downs, and all life has to offer, | realize | have started to change
my internal narrative from asking why to become “Lord Jesus lead my steps, guide where | need to be, |
want to trust you and strengthen my faith in you.” Journey of faith is not a matter of age, not a matter of
when to start, it came when the least expected, and it is never too late to start, just let God guide you and
enjoy the ride.

Here are some reflections from the Confirmation students of the Pondok Indah and West Jakarta groups,
sharing how their faith has grown and how they hope to continue their journey with the help of the Holy
Spirit, inspired by what they’ve learned during the CCD classes:

Pondok Indah Confirmation Group.

Nicollette - In these past few months, | had a meaningful Confirmation journey, where | was able to become
more involved in the community and explore further into my spiritual life. During the weekly sessions, |
find multiple opportunities to think about my relationship with God, whether it is through the videos, the
saints, and especially the reflection questions.

The most memorable topic for me was learning the eight beatitudes. These are core of Jesus’ teachings
and serves as a path to live a truly happy and blessed life. For me, the beatitudes guide me on how to live
a life with kindness, purpose and forgiveness. It is something that takes effort, and challenges me every
day to follow the path of God’s will.
