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THE FORMATION OF CONSCIENCE

“When freedom does not have a purpose, when it does not wish to know anything about the rule of law
engraved in the hearts of men and women, when it does not listen to the voice of conscience, it turns
against humanity and society.”

(Pope John Paul 11)

Beloved Sisters and Brothers,

Many of us have had the experience of thinking about doing something
we knew was not good and then got a warning through a voice in our
head, “You should not do that.” If we did it anyway, we would
experience guilt or at least an achy feeling in our heart for not listening
to the warning. Here our conscience was at work telling us that
something was wrong. We experience conscience as the voice in our
head that stems from the feeling in our heart, which challenges the
current state of our moral deliberation. Our conscience helps us
recognize the truth about how we ought to live our lives and thus guide
the decisions we make. The Second Vatican Council tells us: “Always
summoning [one] to love good and avoid evil, the voice of conscience can
when necessary, speak to [one’s] heart more specifically: do this, shun
that” (Gaudium et Spes 16).

Since conscience is “the most secret core and sanctuary of a human being” where he or she is alone with
God, as the Council reminds us, we need to make sure that our conscience is well-formed. Such conscience
can better guide us when we are faced with the challenges of daily life.

We can begin the formation of our conscience by acknowledging that we need God every moment of our
lives, particularly when we make life decisions. Such heart attitude,
which is part of our faith in God, will help us take concrete steps in
forming our conscience. If we think we are smart enough to make our
own decisions, then we may be reluctant to ask for God’s guidance. A
few concrete ways to help us from our conscience are:

1. Prayer
Our prayer that is centered on God helps nurture our relationship

with God. When we open our heart to God and let God’s love
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dwell in it, we are better connected to God. Such a better connection with God helps us to be more
in tune with God’s truth. Prayer is an indispensable tool for the formation of our conscience. Our
participation in the sacraments, particularly Reconciliation,
further increases our sensitivity to God’s guidance in our lives.

2. Learning

Human lives are increasingly complex and there are so much we
do not know about, especially the relevant information that can
help us make good choices. It is important, therefore, to learn
continuously not only about Christian moral principles but also
about facts and background information regarding various
pressing issues in today’s societies. Consultation with experts in
the field can be a helpful way for enlightening our horizon on the
issues.

3. Reflection

When we are doing reflection, we put ourselves in the mirror and
examine our activities and life direction. With honesty and
sincerity, we may be able to see the decisions we made in haste
without consulting God or our emotional reactions to certain
situations. The realization of the mistakes and sins we have
committed provides opportunities for us to turn back to God and
thus realign our conscience to God’s truth and love. Constant
conversion will thus bring us closer to God.

4. Nurturing good friendships

Living out our calling as Jesus’ followers in this world is certainly
challenging. But God gives us fellow spiritual pilgrims to walk on this
journey together. Forming good friendships with those are deeply
committed to God will strengthen our own commitment. Through
sharing of life experiences with all its challenges we can help each
other widen our perspectives and sharpen our conscience.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church reminds us that the education of the

conscience is a lifelong task as it is part of our faith and spiritual journey

with and unto God. When done properly, such education not only teaches virtues, but also “prevents or
cures fear, selfishness and pride, resentment arising from guilt, and feelings of complacency, born of human
weakness and faults” (1784). It certainly guarantees freedom and engenders peace in our heart.

When we walk with God, including through the use of our conscience, the peace that comes from God
surely dwells in our heart.

November, the month traditionally dedicated to praying intentionally for
the dead. This presents us with the opportunity to reflect on a beautiful
Catholic teaching, the teaching on Purgatory, which is really the mercy of
God in action. If there was no such thing as purgatory, there would be
only two options for us after death: heaven and hell. And if you have to be
perfect to enter the presence of God, we would all be in trouble! Thank
God we have the possibility of Purgatory.

According to St Catherine of Genoa, who was a mystic who wrote about
Purgatory extensively, Purgatory isn’t something to be afraid of. It’s not all that bad. St Catherine writes:
“believe no happiness can be found worthy to be compared with that of a soul in Purgatory except that of
the saints in Paradise. And day by day this happiness grows as God flows into these souls, more and more
as the hindrance to His entrance is consumed. Sin’s rust is the hindrance, and the fire burns the rust away
so that more and more the soul opens itself up to the divine inflowing.”

While it’s true that the souls in Purgatory are on their way to union with God, they depend on our prayers.
There is suffering involved in their purification and this is why Catholics pray for the dead. We should
assist the Holy Souls with our prayers. And we should all be interested in this because most likely we will be
among those holy souls some day!

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Ministry of Lectors

Our Parish conducted its annual two-day workshop for the lector ministry on October 12 and 19, 2024. The
workshop brought together both seasoned lectors and new candidates, with 31 participants attending on
the first day and 25 on the second. In addition to local participants, the event also welcomed candidates
from other English-speaking Masses across Jakarta, including representatives from St. Yohanes Penginjil
Parish in Blok B, St. Perawan Maria Ratu Parish of the Catholic Fellowship Jakarta (CFJ) in Blok Q, St. Thomas
Rasul Parish in Bojong Indah, and Maria Bunda Perantara Parish in Cideng.

A key moment of the workshop was the
installation ceremony, officiated by Rev. Fr.
Bambang Triatmoko S.J our Parish Priest, and
witnessed by the presiding priest Fr. Anton
Hestasusilo C.I.C.M.., where 18 new and
current lectors from the parish were officially
installed. Participants from other parishes will
undergo their installations within their
respective communities.

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During the workshop, participants were
deeply immersed in understanding their roles
as lectors, learning how to bring the Word of

St. Theresia Church Jakarta, October 5, 2024. 19.30 followed by Adoration and Eucharistic Healing

On October 5, 2024 at St. Theresia Church in Jakarta, Fr. Pablo Javie
Escriva de Romani and Sr. Briege Mc.Kenna gave a spiritual retreat
followed by Eucharistic healing service which was attended by more
than 1,000 people coming from various parishes around and outside of
Jakarta. In their talk Fr. Pablo and Sr. Briege both emphasized the vital
role of truth and faith in our spiritual journey, urging us to deepen our
relationship with Jesus through the Eucharist and prayer. Fr. Pablo
reminded us that "the truth will set us free," and without truth, faith,
hope, and love will falter. He cautioned against ideologies like
secularism and communism, which arise when faith is disconnected
from truth. Jesus declared, "I am the truth and the way," and Fr. Pablo
stressed that we must seek Him, for He alone is the source of true life
and freedom.

Sr. Briege reinforced this by highlighting how, in many
countries, people follow a faith created by human beliefs, which will
inevitably crumble when it supports practices like abortion and same-
sex marriage. She called on us to be courageous in testifying to our faith
and to keep it alive through prayer, attending church, and receiving the
Eucharist—the miracle of transubstantiation, first instituted at the Last
Supper on Holy Thursday. Jesus offers us His body and blood each week,
and only by trusting Him fully, as Sr. Briege stressed, can we follow Him
faithfully.

Both speakers shared remarkable stories of miracles,
underscoring that Jesus can work wonders anytime, anywhere. Fr. Pablo
shared the story of a woman whose vocal cords were removed but
miraculously regained her voice, while Sr. Briege recounted a woman who
nearly had an abortion but gave birth to a healthy baby, and her own
healing from years of rheumatism. They both affirmed that Jesus
performs miracles in many ways, including through doctors, and that the
key to receiving these graces is our trust in Him.

Together, Fr. Pablo and Sr. Briege’s talks remind us that the truth
is beautiful and essential for healing, that faith is sustained through the
Eucharist and prayer, and that we must boldly testify to the truth of Jesus,
who continues to perform miracles in our lives.
